possible). Each student needs their own pencil. Supply a
piece of paper for each group. Call out a common roun
Example: state. Students are to think of as many proper
nouns as they can that matches the common noun. To
make a competition between teams, ask for complete
silence. Make sure students are seated in a circle. Lay

the paper in front of one student. Each student will geta
turn to write a proper noun to match the common noun. The
students silently pass the paper around the circle with each
student writing their own answer. Give them one minute.
The team that named the most correct proper nouns receives
a sticker, candy or coupon. Play as many rounds as time
permits.

Mix up the note cards
and have each student choose one. Then instruct them that they
are to find the other half of their compound noun. This gets the
students up and moving around. Once a student has found his or
her pair, verify that they arc matched up correctly and have them
sit together. After all the students have found their respective
halves, write all the compound nouns on the board and have the
students define them.

1. The teacher introduces prepositions by explaining that these words
often indicate a direction or Jocation in space. Referring to a list of
prepositions, the teacher calls out a command for students to perform
For example, the teacher says, “under the desk™ and the students
drops under their desk; the teacher says “on top of the desk™ and
students sit on top of their desk; the teacher says “next to the desk”
and the students stand next to their desk; the teacher says “around the
desk” and the students wrap their arms around their desk: the teacher
says “through the desk” and the students crouch with their arm
sticking up through the area between the seat and their desk, etc.

2. Students can take turns caliing out the commands for the rest of the
class to perform.

3. Next, the teacher explains that students will write a paragraph using
prepositions to establish spatial order. The teacher asks students to
describe their bedroom using the following prepositional beginning
phrases: in the corner, next to the bed, on top of the dresser, in the
middle of the room, under the window, etc. Students underline the
prepositional phrases. When the students are finished describing
their rooms, the teacher reads paragraphs without mentioning who
wrote them. The rest of the class must figure out whose bedroom is
being described.
