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Grade Level(s): 6-8

Subject: Music

Objective: The student will repeat the rhythmic patterns that are found in certain words.

Materials:

1.

Hand claps from students can be used in lieu of instruments

2.. Percussion sticks, drums, xylophone, bells.

Procedures:

1.

Explain and demonstrate to students that we speak with thythm. Emphasize

the syllables in our words by talking and clapping to the syllables at the same
time.

Hand out percussion instruments to each student, let them play around with

them for a while to get used to them.

After this time, ask students to repeat the rhythm of what you say through their
instruments.

Start by giving them a one syllable word, move on to multi-syllable words

and sentences, and then songs or poems. For example if you say "play"” the
students should clap, tap, or shake their instrument once, because there is only one
syllable in “play”. If you say “woodpecker”, you should hear the tap pause taptap.
Try asking students to think of words and sentences for the class.
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Grade Level: 6-8

Subject: Music

Objective: The students will express themselves to the music.

Materials: Any song fromclassical, jazz, hip-hop etc. with a fun

beat to dance to.

Have the students to stand up and spread out where there is plenty of room.
Play any type of appropriate music that the students can dance to

(fast tempo and slow tempo.

‘When the music stops the students must FREEZE.

If the student does not freeze when the music stops the student loses
his/her turn.
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Grade Level: 6-8
Subject: Music and Math
Objective: Students will be able to learn the names and values of musical

notes, define the word beat as it relates to music, learn how
fractions relate to music note values, complete math problems
using music note values.

Materials:
e Chart paper or colored tag board
e Markers
e Teacher-selected textbooks or library sources on music note
values.
e Paper
e Pens or pencils
Procedure: Students will:

1. Create a chart showing the names and values of musical notes,
prior to the lesson.

2. Be introduced to note values. Discuss the meaning of the word
beat as it relates to music. Explain the note names and values,
for example, a whole note has four beats, a half note has two
beats. Discuss the use of fractions and math values in music.

3. Create math problems for students to solve using music note
values. Put the examples on the board or develop a work sheet

4. Create problems using note symbols only. Have students write
the solutions as the number of beats or numerical equivalents.
