The Dictionary Game

Reading

Students will learn new vocabulary words.

1. Vocabulary words and definitions plus enough identical pieces
of paper to go around.

1. The teacher chooses a word that no student can define.

2. Each student (or group of students if teacher chooses to play in
teams) will write a made-up definition for the word in question and
the teacher will write the real definition. All of the definitions
must be written on identical pieces of paper so that the paper
doesn’t become the clue.

3. All definitions are turned into the teacher and read by him/her.
Then instruct each student to vote for a definition when the teacher
reads them through the second time.

4. Points are scored in two ways:

a. Someone votes for your definition as the real one (one point per
vote).

b. You vote for the correct definition.

5. The winner is the student with the most points.

2. Give each group member a 3™ x 57 card, one of these cards will
have the word or phrase, and its definition. The remaining cards
will only have the word or phrase minus the definition.

3. One student within the group must give the correct
pronunciation of the word, and its correct definition. The other
group members can alter how the word is pronounced, and give
false definitions.

4. The other groups are to determine who has offered the correct
word, and definition. This decision must be made unanimously
within the group. If the group selects the correct answer they
receive one point. The group with the most points at the end

of the hour wins. A one minute time limit is allotted to each group
to respond.
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Story Starters

Reading

Students will be able to orally tell different kinds of stories using
the assistance of props.

1. Box, container, or paper bag
2. Odds and ends to contribute for prop box

1. Teacher will explain to students that not all stories are written
down. Ask students for samples of stories they know are not
written in books (oral history, family stories, etc.).

2. Ask students to think of the many different and

unusual ways you can tell a story (mime, poetry, theater, dance,
ballet, etc.).

3. Take am empty box and have each student contribute something
small to put in the box - pencil, button, penny, string, bobby pin,
tissue, etc. (Anything they are willing to give up for a while

or are willing to donate without wanting it back.)

4. Suggest that just as an actor/actress on stage has props and
scenery, you are going to tell a story using the objects in

the box as the props and scenery for YOUR story.

5. Tell a short story using some (not all) of the objects from the
box as you tell the story to the students.

6. Explain that all students will have a chance to tell a story using
the props in the box.

was published), publishing company, and place of publication.

This section provides an introductory statement to the book, telling the
book’s purpose or plan.

This section lists the chapter titles, chapter subheadings, and page numbers
indicating where each chapter begins.

This part of the book contains additional material that is not essential to
the text itself. This material includes charts, documents, tables,
illustrations, and/or photographs. The appendix is located at the end of the
text.

This section is a dictionary of the specialized terms at the end of a book.
Definitions are written in a clear and brief manner: they are also arranged
in alphabetical order. The glossary contains all the terms and words that
were boldfaced or italicized in the text of each chapter.

This part appears at the end of the book and contains the most important
topics, headings, and subheadings discussed in the textbook. The index
items are arranged alphabetically with their page number reference and
include important people. places, events. locations, equations. and/or
books.

This section contains the references or citations the author(s) used while
writing their book. Each reference includes the title of the work, the
name(s) of the author(s), the date of publishing, publishing company,
location of the publisher, and page numbers.
