[image: image2.jpg]The Original Thirteen Colonies

(AHA;A \)

Grade Level: 6-8
Subject: Social Studies, Civics, and Geography
Objective: Students will know and be able to list the thirteen original states and the
order in which they entered the Union.
Materials:
1. Copy of the thirteen original colonies.
Procedure: Students will:

1 Announce the class is going to play a game.

2. Starting with a person in any row, ask that person to repeat and
imagine the structure you are going to build. Challenge the rest of the
class to see if they can visualize these things as each student repeats
them.

3. Tell the first students to visualize (and repeat) a Corningware dish.

4. Move the second student and have him imagine many chopped-up
pencils in the Corningware dish. Tell him to repeat the information.

5. Have the third student visualize a new-born Jersey calf standing on the
pencils. The student should recite number’s 3, 4, and 5.

6. Everyone knows a “George. Have the next person imagine a friend
named George riding the new-born Jersey calf. The student should
then recite the whole list starting from number 3-6.

7. The next student is told to imagine that George is holding on to a
disconnected radio. This student will recite number’s 3-7.

8. The sixth student is told to imagine that on the disconnected
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[image: image3.jpg]radio is a mass of tangle wires. Have him repeat from the

begmnmg number 3-8.

The seventh student is told to think of someone they know
named Mary. The student must imagine this person with her
feet all tangled up in the mass of wire and that she is looking
all around trying to find a place to land in case George drops
her. The student must again repeat what has accumulated.

10. The eighth item requires the students to imagine a friend
named Carol. Carol is sitting on Mary’s shoulder and wearing
a bikini. Again, have the student recite the list.

11. The ninth student must imagine that Carol is not too clean in
her hygiene as she is holding in her hand a new, bloody ham
that is very slick. Have the student recite the list.

12. The tenth student must envision that on the slick ham is
standing a girl named Ginger (or Virginia) who is trying to
maintain her balance. Have the student recite the whole list.

13. The eleventh student must imagine that Ginger (and Carol and
George) is tough enough to carry the Empire State Building.
The student then recites the list.

14. The twelfth student must imagine that Carol is a magician and
that this time is sitting on top of the Empire State Building.
However, because she is so high, this time she is wearing a fur
coat. Once more, the student must reiterate the list.

15. The thirteenth and last student must imagine that, at the very
top of this structure, a big Rhode Island red rooster is sitting on
Carol’s head. The student must repeat the entire list

16. After the game is over, give them the translation below:

1. corningware dish-Delaware

2. chopped-up pencils-Pennsylvania
3. new-born Jersey calf-New Jersey
4. George-Georgia

5. disconnected radio-Connecticut
6. mass of wire-Massachusetts

7. tangled Mary-Maryland

8. Carol in a bikini-South Carolina

9. new bloody ham- New Hampshire

10. Ginger (or Virginia)-Virginia

11. Empire State Building-New York

12. Carol in a fur coat-North Carolina

States and Capitals of the United States

Social Studies

Students will learn all of the states of the United States.

1. Blank maps of each state.

2. Blank maps of continental United States with Hawaii and Alaska
3. Encyclopedia

4. Large wall map of United States

5. Atlas

Students will:

Each student will draw an outline of the state with name and
location of the capital.
Students will make bingo cards listing twenty-four states and a free
space and twenty-four capitals with free space. Ten cards with
states and ten cards of capitals will be made by each student. Only
one card will be used during each game. Teacher will call out
states or capitals and the first with five in a row has bingo.
Teacher calls opposite of cards students are using for game.
Example: If students have cards with states, instructor will call out
capitals. Students will place marker over proper state. When a
student calls out “Bingo”, he must call back capitals and say the
name of the state the capital is in.
Students will fill in states of the seven different regions of the
United States. Upon completion of these activities students will
fill in the states and capitals on a blank map of the United States.
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Five Themes of Geography and Current Events

6-8
Geography

Students will use the five themes of geography (location, place, human
interaction and the environment, movement and communication, and
regions) and find out how world events affect them.

1 .USA Today Newspaper (World News section)
2. CNN and Headline News (T.V.)
3. National Geographic

Students will:

1. Cut out of the newspaper or take notes from a television or radio source
and place the article taped into a spiral notebook. They will then number
and date it. After reading the article they will list the five themes of
Geography and find them from the news article.

2. The student will then locate the city of the story using an atlas or a
globe.

3. The following day the student will share the information with the class
and show on a flat map or globe where the city and various news events
took place.
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Papier Mache Globe

6-8

Social Studies

Students will examine basic world geography to create a papier mache
globe.
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1. Newspapers

2. Ballons

3. 10 Ibs. of flour (for 30 or so globes)

4. Big pail for papier mache mixture

5. Green and blue tempera paint & brushes
6. Markers (to draw in borders, features, etc.)

tudents will:

Tear newspaper into one-inch strips.

Have each student inflate a balloon.

Cover desks with newspaper.

Distribute strips of paper.

Mix flour and water to a paste consistency and put in pans (you may
want to do this in advance), and distribute.




6. Dip strips of paper in pans and wrap around balloon (at least 4 layers – you may want to apply layers over a few days for it to dry fully).

7. Put finished globes on clean newspaper and let dry overnight.

8. Pop and remove balloon.

9. Draw in continent boundaries.

10. Paint continents with green tempera paint, and allow to dry overnight.

11. Paint in water masses with blue tempera paint, and allow to dry overnight.

12. Using markers, redraw continent borders and label water masses.
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Name That Town

Social Studies and Geography

Students will demonstrate an ability to locate towns on a map.

1. State map
2. Picture sketch of towns

Students will:
1. Work in small groups.
2. Hand out picture sketches of towns.
3. Hand out state map.
4. Students are to try and guess the name of the town represented by
the sketch. Students may also make sketches of towns.

Create a travel schedule from their hometown to their specific
location.

Finally, assemble the brochure and then each student will
orally invite the class to travel to his/her location, and then
display their work in the classroom.
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
