Grade Level(s): 1.2

Subject: Soctal Studies

Materials:

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Grade Level(s): 2

Subject: Social Studies

Objectives: The student will make an illustrated guide of their town for new students and

Vvisitors.

Materials:

Maps of our city or town
Drawing paper
Crayons, markers

Procedures:
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Show students a map of your city or town. It should show details such as
streets, park, lakes, and open spaces.
Tell the students that with the map they will make a Town Guide.
On chalkboard or chart paper, list five basic categories of places visitors
might want to know about: Nature, Places to play, stores and restaurants and places
for learning.
Then brainstorm with children local examples under each of those categories
local rivers, hiking trails; gyms, playgrounds, parks; favorite stores and eating
places: post office, fire station. bus and train stations
Tell students that each category will represent one chapter of the guide.
Divide the class into five groups, one for each chapter.
Invite children to choose places from the list to include in the guide. Have
them make a page for each place, with a picture and sentence describing the place, or
telling what they like about it.
Combine the chapters to make the final Town Guide.
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Grade Level(s): 1,2
Subject: Social Studies

Objective: The student will use cardinal directions to locate different objects around the
classroom.

Materials:

1. Ten or more pairs of cveryday, easily recognizable objects
Signs saying NORTH, SOUTH, EAST, and WEST
Compass rose (optional}

Procedures:

1. Introduce cardinal directions and the compass to the students and help them

locate NORTH. Let as many children as possible take turns doing so.

2. When the students can easily identify NORTH by pointing in that direction,
review how they can find other directions when they know where NORTH is.
Have them hold the direction signs and stand in the correct place in relation to
NORTH.
4. The students must know that SOUTH is opposite of NORTH, and EAST is opposite of

WEST
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[image: image5.png]5. Place the direction signs and pairs of similar objects in different parts of the
room. For example, place one board eraser in the NORTH, another in the EAST.
Then ask a player to tag one of them by saying: “Find the eraser in the EAST.”

6. The player must move to the correct eraser and tag it. Continue until every
child has had at least one turn.

7. Every few turns, remove one sign, until only NORTH is left. Also, rotate the
objects so that they are in different positions
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Grade Level(s): K. 1
Subject: Social Studies/ Math

Objectives: The student will show the order of the months of the year by using visual

clues.

Materials: 1. A Yecar Apart Puzzie
2. A Year Apart Frame
3. Scissors
4. Crayons
5. Glue

Procedures:

1. With the class recite the months of the year as children follow along on
the Year Apart Puzzle sheet. Talk about why the picture for each month
represents that month.

2. Have children color the A Year Apart Puzzle.

3. Have children cut apart the puzzle on the lines and then mix up all the
picces.

4. Pass out the A Year Apart Frame sheet and the gluc.

5. Glue pictures on the circle.
6. Have students describe the clues that match the picture to a season.
7. Have students tell a story about thelr favorite season.
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Grade Level(s): 2. 3
Subject: Social Studies

Objective: The student will create and then play a memory game 1o match pictures of
jobs and job related tools.

Materials:
1. Reference materials with information about a variety of occupations.
2. 47 X 67 index cards. or pieces of this size cut from poster board (enough for
three or four sets of 10 each)

3. Pictures of various occupations.

4. Crayons. markers, colored pencils

3. Scissors

6. Paste or glue

7. Rules for playing the game (see attached)
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1. Mix up the cards.

2. Lay them in rows, face down.

3. Turn over any two cards.

4. If the two cards match, keep them.

5. If they ;ion't match, turn them back over.
